They started building the church
in 1901 with a contractor from St. James,
A.J. Engebo , who was also from
Norway. They reached a peak membership
of 565 in 1917. The Christian spirit of the
congregation lives on through its rich
heritage of music, education and the mission
minded acts of kindness which benefit local
people and others throughout the world. In
2014 Waverly joined with Trinity Lutheran in
Welcome and St. Peter Lutheran in Ceylon to
form Circle of Faith parish. In 2021 First
Lutheran in Trimont joined them. To
celebrate 125 years a Service of Praise
is planned for Sept 8, 2024.
